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resources available through Gospel Publishing House, local Christian bookstores and on our Web site.  
This magalog contains our missions report for that year and many theme ideas to help them minister 
throughout the year to women in every stage of life.

In November 2007, we asked 21 women leaders to serve on a National 
Women’s Forum to help us brainstorm new ways to equip every woman for 
one-on-one ministry. We discussed ministry philosophy, topics and ways to  
disseminate the materials. Many of these ideas were implemented in 2008.

In 2008 and again in 2009 we surveyed local church leaders asking what  
their needs were and how we could best help resource them. Through our yearly  
Task Force meeting and close relationship with our district women’s directors 
we stay close to the needs of the local church.

Vigorous Planting

In visiting our overseas Bible schools we can easily detect that not many women ever have the privilege 
of attending Bible school to prepare for full-time ministry. We introduced a new missions project in 2007 
called Scholarships for International Students. To date, we have given scholarships totaling $101,000 
to 108 women in the 6 mission regions of the world to make their dreams of attending Bible school come 
true. Our desire is to help equip women of the world to become ministers.

Skillful Resourcing

�v�� We now have over 40,000 subscribers to our 10 free e-newsletters. 
�v�� Our Web site is continually updated to resource all women. Our new Web site,  

For Every Woman, is scheduled for a late 2009 launch. We know that this 
Web site is the future for helping to train and equip women for ministry.

�v�� In 2007, 2008, and 2009 our department published a magazine,  
Insights for Moms, to be sold to churches to use as a gift to their moms on 
Mother’s Day.  Profit from this publication assisted our administration fund.

�v�� For the past three years we have partnered with Enrichment journal to 
publish Side by Side magazine for ministry wives. This magazine is 
given free to every credential holder.

�v�� Through iCare . . . about protecting children and a partnership with 
National Coalition for the Protection of Children and Families, we are  
resourcing parents to know the dangers of pornography.  Literally thousands 
have signed up to receive free e-newsletters educating them of the dangers of 
pornography and what they can do to protect their children.

�v�� We resource district women’s directors through many different avenues.  
One is through our District Directors Leadership Seminar each year. 
Our desire is to always help sharpen their leadership skills.

For Every Woman Web Site—The National Women’s Department 
is now working on a new Web site launch for late 2009. One area  
of this site will be membership-based, costing $29.99 per year.  The  
membership area will be for women who are serious about  
developing their potential as a leader.  Six leadership categories will 
release new sessions each month. Sessions will include podcast/video 
teaching by an expert, downloadable handouts/slides, and a discussion 
forum. The cost will help the department pay those who will be writing 
the sessions.

Fervent Prayer

Women of the New Testament were not spectators. They played an active and vital role in the day-to- 
day function of the church. Women of the 21st century should not be spectators. Our fervent prayer each 
day is to help women of this generation to understand that Kingdom ministry is the responsibility of all.
